Contraband

Prohibited ltems

e Weapons of any kind.

e Electronics: No phones, iPods, iPads, Kindles, laptops, patient’s personal music
playing devices, electronic game devices, cameras, tape recorders.

e Sharps: Tweezers, nail clippers, spiral notebooks, 3-ring binders, make-up
compacts, mirrors, eyelash curlers, aluminum cans, aluminum foil, pens, pencils,
patient’'s own razors, CD/DVDs, glass and hard plastic containers, glass bottles.

e Cords: Chargers, headphones, belts, hairdryers, electric hair styling devices,
necklaces.

e Clothing: Ties, scarves, belts, shoelaces or clothing with drawstrings,
bandanas/hair wraps, spaghetti straps, revealing clothing, hats.

e Clothing, toys, music, pictures, magazines or games with violent or death
themes, or those which denote drug, alcohol or tobacco use.

e Bed pillows.

e Medications: All medications from home need to be given directly to an RN,
including over the counter medications.

e Patient’s own healthcare products: Medicated lotions, piercing solutions, eye
solutions, skin care products, medicated chapstick, etc. Any product containing
an active ingredient must be given to an RN and require an MD order for use.
Products will be kept in the medication room.

e Toiletries: Nail polish, nail polish remover, bath salts, essential oils, aerosol
products, alcohol containing products (e.g. Mouthwash, aftershave), scented
products.

e Cigarettes, vape pens, matches, alcohol, drugs including marijuana (medicinal or
recreational).

e Outside food/drinks including water (unless clinically or culturally indicated).

e Valuables including cash, debit cards, ID, wallet, purse, etc.

Locked ltems Patient's May Check In And Out

e Shampoo, conditioner, body wash, lotion, deodorant and hair oils.

Locked ltems Patients May Use With Supervision

e Electric cordless razors, hospital supplied disposable razors, make-up; limited to
4 make-up items only. (not youth)
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
